Q: Can you tell me your name please?

A: My name's Amanda.

Q: So you said you were about 11, so that would have been primary school, were you expected to do assignments in primary school on computer?

A: Yeah occasionally and the teachers would help, but it's like a matter of growing our skills, so it was really about us and how we learnt how to use a computer and stuff, so - but occasionally some of them were-

Q: And were there like school rules about using the computers when you could use them, how?

A: Definitely like after we learned our basic skills we learned about the rules and regulations and stuff about don’t do bad stuff, inappropriate stuff or anything like that, just use it as your personal education … use, because it is a school computer and everything.  But that kind of eventually went onto my own personal computer obviously and I adapted and yeah, there were definitely some rules and regulations yeah.
